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- DIRECTOR’S REPORT

It is my great honour and pleasure to present to you some of the key accomplishments of yet another productive and successful
year at the Institute.

The Maulana Azad Museum housed at 5 Ashraf Mistry Lane has been a major focus of MAKAIAS over this year. Ever since the
appointment of a Curator, the Museum has seen a steady pace of improvements, growth and activity. In terms of the collection,
the first phase of digitization has been completed and the second phase is now in progress. Experts from The National Research
Laboratory for Conservation of Cultural Property and Chhatrapati Shivaji Maharaj Vastu Sangrahalaya were invited to visit and
assess the condition of the valuable artefacts in the collection. The collection has been enhanced with material from the
Doordarshan archives, Films Division of India archives, the Iran Society, IIT Kharagpur and the Khuda Baksh library. Wooden
furniture belonging to the Maulana Azad family collection has been restored and is currently on display.

A seminar on biographical museums, a first of its kind in the city, drew the heads of a range of biographical and specialty
museums to our conference room at the Museum building, and their deliberations greatly enhanced our vision of how to
proceed with enhancing the scope of the current display and activities at our Museum premises. We also held several
brainstorming sessions with experts from the field of museology and with the help of inputs from conservation architects,
historians and museologists, have been able to finalize the preparation of a Detailed Project Report for the expansion of the
Museum, which proposes to expand the one-room display to take in the entire building. The plan is for an interactive museum
which will reflect the life and times of Maulana Azad, conveying his contribution both as an intellectual and a nationalist leader.
The Museum will also try and capture Bengal’s contribution to the nationalist movement and Azad'’s role in the movement.

The Museum has also witnessed a substantial increase in the flow of visitors due to the effort of our fellows working on
Maulana Azad, and our Curator. School students are regularly encouraged to visit the Museum and we have planned a series
of fun quizzes on our national leaders. We also supported a similar programme initiated by ICCR, which was held early this
year. The quiz focused on Asutosh Mukherjee, Jawaharlal Nehru and Maulana Azad.

We have been using the beautiful heritage building and lawns of the Maulana Azad Museum to hold cultural events, including
a Mushaira and musical soirees by traditional and folk musicians. The staging of the play Azad Maulana on 11th November
at his erstwhile residence was a momentous occasion for all of us. The play used the architecture of the building innovatively,
beginning with the historic speech by Maulana Azad at Ramgarh in 1940, delivered from the first floor balcony, then moving
on to cover the years spent in Ahmednagar Fort jail and concluding with the speech delivered by the Maulana in October 1947
at Delhi’s Jama Masjid, which used the spiral staircase on the side of the historic building. Over the evening, the entire compound
reverberated with the conversation of the national leaders and poignant moments of history.
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We now have five fully functional Maulana Azad Centres in the North East. The formal launch of the Centre in Sikkim University
has just taken place. It is a reflection of our commitment that we have already been able to publish a volume out of the first
conference that was held in the University when we signed the MoU between MAKAIAS and Sikkim University to establish the
Centre. We also held the formal launch of Maulana Abul Kalam Azad Centre of North East Studies under the auspices
of Mizoram University. The Honorable Chief Minister of Mizoram formally inaugurated the Centre in the presence of Shri
Pu Lal Thanhawla, the Vice Chancellor of Mizoram University, the Dean of Social Sciences of Mizoram University and
MAKAIAS members. This apart, our Centres within the North-Eastern Hill University, Meghalaya and Tejpur University, Assam
have held robust programmes throughout the year. Of the several academic programmes under our North East Centres, some
are particularly notable. The Seventh Biennial International Conference of IAAPS on ‘South Asia & Beyond: Past, Present and
Future’ was organized by Tejpur University in collaboration with Indian Association for Asian & Pacific Studies. Another
collaboration with Tejpur University was the International Seminar on ‘Cultural Studies: Global and Local Perspectives’. Our
Centre in Arunachal Pradesh University also held a collaborative National Seminar on ‘Voices from Arunachal — Indo China
Border Problems and Related Arunachal Folklore’ organized by Research Centre for Eastern and North Eastern Regional Studies,
Kolkata. Mention must also be made of the significant International Seminar on ‘North East India in the Cultural Imaginations:

History, Land and People’ organized by Maulana Abul Kalam Azad Institute of Asian Studies.

We have ongoing MoUs with a range of international institutes including Afghan Research and Evaluation Unit, Kabul, Afghanistan;
IPEK University, Ankara, Istanbul; Kyrgyzstan-Turkey Manas University, Bishkek, Kyrgyzstan; Institute of Mongolian, Buddhist
and Tibetan Studies, Ulan Ude, Siberia; Institute of History, Academy of Sciences, Tashkent, Uzbekistan; Myanmar Institute
of Strategic and International Studies, Yangon; Vietnam Academy of Social Sciences, Vietnam Institute of Indian and Southwest
Asian Studies, (VISAS) Hanoi, Vietnam; Dhaka University, Bangladesh; and Bangladesh Institute of International and Strategic
Studies (BIISS) Dhaka. Apart from a day-long seminar and several interactive session with BIISS we also held a follow up
conference on Bangladesh’s engagement with India and Myanmar under the aegis of Indian High Commission in Bangladesh
and Dhaka University and Regional Development Centre, Dhaka at Dhaka early this year. All our recent MoU’s have resulted
in fruitful interactions and the publication of joint projects. The edited volume on India and South East Asia: States, Border

and Culture was one such publication which was released in VISAS, Hanoi, on our reciprocal delegation visit.

The Institute’s week-long summer workshop programme for training young students in research methodology in Asian Studies
was very well received and has been adopted as an annual feature, with a more extensive schedule planned for June 2015.

It has been yet another prolific year for the Institute in terms of its primary output — publications. These include a dozen books
by fellows, including edited compilations jointly published with reputed publishing houses. MAKAIAS has also initiated the
publication of its Occasional Publications series. The Institute's quarterly newsletter, Asia Connect, published regularly, has
been very well received by the social sciences scholarly community in the city and beyond.

The Institute continues to strive to upgrade and improve its physical infrastructure. A state-of-the-art and fully equipped
classroom has been added to Azad Bhavan, while the plan for the renovation of the Institute Guest House has been approved
and work is already in progress. It is expected to be completed within the next few months. Upon completion this will not only
m make the hosting of guests of the Institute much easier and more convenient, but also will be significantly more cost-effective.

The administration of the Institute in terms of processes and systems is constantly being reviewed and upgraded for better
efficiency and effectiveness. Technology is being judicially introduced in a phased manner: The accounting system has been
digitized and it has been working concurrently with the extant paper-based system for the last one year. Because of this, the

closure of accounting books and records has been achieved well within the statutory schedule.
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The coming year promises to be as exciting and productive for the Institute as the one just completed. Apart from both
qualitatively and quantitatively expanding our research output some of the major projects initiated and launched this year
will see substantial progress, such as the Institute's new website, which is in the final stages of completion and shall be launched

soon.

Our success would not have been possible without the hard work and enthusiasm of our academic and administrative staff.
The Ministry of Culture, under the leadership of the Minister, Secretary, and his team has helped us greatly in funding and
supporting our new ventures. Last, but not the least, | shall like to thank our President of the Society, His Excellency the
Governor of West Bengal, the Chairman of our Executive Council, and all members of the Council for their constant
encouragement and support.

On a personal note, | shall like to extend my special thanks to departing members of the Executive Council for the guidance
they have offered me since my first day at the Institute. In particular, it is the freedom that they extended to me in planning
and execution, while always being available to help me navigate obstacles, that truly enabled us to achieve our goals over the
past three years. | hope that this shall remain the case in the coming year, under the new Council.

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- EXTERNAL PROJECTS ONGOING AT THE INSTITUTE:

The study of Northeast region forms a significant part of the research undertaken. The Institute has actively pursued a number
of research projects and other ventures as mentioned above over the years and the region has been one of the foci for the
Institute’s activities.

The Museum has a collection of memorabilia, photographs and documentary film on and of Maulana Azad. The Institute
has acquired a collection of memorabilia from the family of late Nooruddin Ahmed, nephew of Maulana Azad. The
collection includes possessions of Maulana Azad’s books, photographs, and clothing. INTACH and the School of Cultural
Text and Records, Jadavpur University has taken up the work of conservation and preservation- accession, documentation
of the artefacts. It also has an ongoing collection of papers and library sources related to the life and work of Maulana
Azad.

The Institute produced an Audio Visual on The Maulana Azad Museum & on the Maulana Abul Kalam Azad Institute of Asian

School of Cultural Texts and Records (SCTR), Jadavpur University (J.U.) was commissioned to digitize, on priority basis,
approximately 1200 folios from Journals / Books / Manuscripts / Newspapers initially from existing collection of Maulana Abul
Kalam Azad present in the Maulana Azad Museum.

The SCTR team has done
rearrangement of Accession Record of Journals/ Books/ Manuscripts/ Newspapers in the presence of technical personnel from
The Indian National Trust for Art and Cultural Heritage (INTACH) Art Conservation Centre, Kolkata; Minimal and basic physical
preservation of Journals/ Books/ Manuscripts/ Newspapers like removing metal clips, straightening of folded leaves; Image
taking of Journals/ Books/ Manuscripts/ Newspapers; Digital image accessioning and cataloguing of Journals/ Books/ Manuscripts/
Newspapers. 1800 folios are being digitized so far in the second stage.

Preservation of textile and wooden artifacts is now being undertaken.
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- DOCUMENTATION CENTRE:

The Documentation centre was paper based and severely limited in efficient storage and retrieval. The operational
processes of the Institute are not formally codified, and day to day tasks are entirely paper- based, together resulting
in ambiguities, wastage and lack of stringent audit trails. The Digital Knowledge Center is a proposal for a complete
upgradation of the website, implementation of eProcesses and development of Intranet, and setting up a Digital Knowledge
Centre to address the above issues.

A fully functional Documentation Centre has been instituted at the Museum and also at the Library, Azad Bhavan, MAKAIAS.
