A Brief Profile of the Nava Nalanda Mahavihara

Introduction

Nalanda has been a seat of profound knowledge and wisdom.
It is interesting to note that the sculptures of Buddhists, Hindus
and Jainas deities have been found at Nalanda and its
surroundings. Nalanda and the ruins of the Ancient Mahavihara
are almost synonymous which has been the great centers of
Buddhist learning for nearly 700 years. Nalanda is considered as
an Ancient International Institute of Advanced Studies in History,
Art, Architecture, Iconography, Literature, Education, Philosophy
and Religious Treatises, mainly in Buddhist discipline that
attracted the foreign students like Fa-Hien, Xuan Zang and I-
Tsing etc.

In order to develop a Centre of Higher Studies in Pali and
Buddhist Studies on the line of Ancient Nalanda Mahavihara,
Nava Nalanda Mahavihara was established by the Government
of Bihar in November 20, 1951. Department of Culture, MHRD,
Government of India took over the Mahavihara under its

administrative control as an autonomous institution in 1994 and
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the UGC accorded the Nava Nalanda Mahavihara the status of
Deemed to be University on November 13, 2006.
Background

It seems appropriate here to throw some light on the
historicity of Nalanda and ancient Mahavihara. Nalanda traces
its origin to the hallowed presence of the Buddha himself, who
gave his early teachings in Rajagrha, the capital of the then
Magadha empire which was just 11 km from Nalanda. Nalanda
as a monastic institution, at the time of the Buddha, emerged in
the greatest academic and spiritual center of Asia during the early
medieval period. It occupies a prominent place in the annals of
Buddhism.

The story of the foundation of the Nalanda Mahavihara
has been vividly described by the famous Chinese monk-scholar
Ven. Xuan Zang. According to him the name of Sakraditya (415-
455 AD) who is identified with Kumaragupta, one of the Gupta
kings, is considered as the founder of Nalanda Monastery. A few
other monasteries were also built afterwards by other kings. For
example, Buddhagupta, Tathagatagupta, Baladitya and Vajra
built four Sangharamas or monasteries at Nalanda after
Sakraditya. A central Indian king also built a marvelous monastery
here. Later, the different monasteries were brought into the
aggregation constructing round the edifices a high wall with one

gate. Thus the whole area was transformed into a Great Monastery
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(Mahavihara) — a unitary establishment having the shape of a
university from about 450 AD as its official seal showed bearing
the inscription: ‘Nalanda mahavihariyarya bhiksu-
sanghasya’ i.e. (of the venerable Monk community of Nalanda
Mahavihra).

The atmosphere within the Nalanda Mahavihara was very
cohesive and self-monitoring. Students mentored each other in
perfecting their skills by coaxing debates, admonishing each other
and by talking about the sastras. Students from foreign countries
came to the establishment for a deeper understanding of the sutras
and to put an end to their doubts and as they learned and practiced,
they then became celebrated. Although it was a centre of
Mahayana, students also studied teachings of 18 other sects, vedas,
medicine, logic, astrology and astronomy among many other
subjects. Every day within the campus they arranged preachings
of 100 pupils and all students attended these discourses without
fail. Hierarchy of the monks depended on how many collections of
sutras they could explain. At Xuan Zang’s time there were 1000
monks who could explain 20 collections, 500 monks who could
explain 30 collections. Master Shilabhadra, Xuan Zang’s teacher
and the chief abbot of the Mahavihara alone could explain 50
collections. Hwui Lun (7" CE) and It-Sing(7* CE) have mentioned
about 3500 monk students staying in the Nalanda Mahavihara.

Buddhism in general was taught and practiced at Nalanda
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Mahavihara following the age old Buddhist concept of Pariyatti
(theory), Patipatti (practice) and Pativeda (experience) thereby,
acquiring knowledge both mundane and supra-mundane.

The contribution of the Mahavihara to the development of
Buddhist learning, particularly in its idealistic philosophy was
well recognized. Silabhadra, who is reported to have been the only
one having mastery over the Sutras, instructed Xuan Zang in the
intricacies of idealistic philosophy and the latter in turn founded
a new school of it after his return to China. Nalanda was also
Centre of Buddhist Logic. Dinnag, the father of Buddhist logic,
was an Acharya here. He was followed by Dharmakriti who further
developed logic, Prajnakaramitra of the Pala period was another
luminary in this field.

However, in the course of the time Nalanda Mahavihara
was deserted due to Muslim invasion and eventually forgotten.
The site ultimately turned into mounds. Francis Buchanan was
the first person who initiated a spot survey of the place on January
8, 1812. But it was Sir Alexander Cunnigham who first and finally
identified the complex of ruins of Mahavihara in 1861-62. A. M.
Broadly excavated during 1871-72, some portions of this important
site. But a systematic excavation work started under the
supervision of Spooner in 1916. The work continued for 20 years
under several excavators and finally Shri Hirananda Shastri
completed the major part of the excavation work in 1939. The

findings are now preserved at the ruins-site of Nalanda and the

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discovered antiquities in the form of inscriptions, icons, terracotta,
seals, etc., are preserved in the Archaeological Museum just
opposite the ‘ruins’ site at Nalanda. The importance of Nalanda
Mahavihara has been recognized as a Centre of Higher Learning
and evolved as a monastic university all over the world at that
time.

In order to revive the lost glory and the heritage of ancient
Nalanda Mahavihara, His Excellency Dr. Rajendra Prasad, the
first President of the Republic of India, declared that the ancient
seat of Buddhist Learning at Nalanda would be revived.
Establishment of Nava Nalanda Mahavihara in the early 1950’s
is the outcome of this declaration. Ven. Bhikkhu Jagdish Kashyap
was its founder Director who initiated the teaching and research
of Pali Language and Literature. With the encouragement of
Pandit Nehru, the first Prime Minister of India and by the efforts
of Bhikkhu Kashyap, the Mahavihara published the entire Pali

canonical texts of Tipitaka in Devanagari script for the first time.

Objective

Nava Nalanda Mahavihara, Nalanda is dedicated to
innovative teaching and research based on Pali and Buddhist
Studies of a high standard at the graduation, Post-Graduation
and Ph.D. level. It also aims to accommodate monks, nuns and
lay scholars, well versed in traditional Buddhist monastic learning

with a view to acquaint them with modern methods of research

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and comparative studies and also to undertake studies on the

mural, extension program, fieldwork etc. in order to contribute to

the Indian society considerably. Thus the objective for which the

Mahavihara was established are enumerated below:

To develop a residential center of education of international
importance on the line of the ancient Buddhist Viharas,
where the teachers and the taught lived together, devoting
themselves to studies and higher academic pursuits for the
instruction, training and promotion of higher studies and
research in Pali language and literature and Buddhist
Studies through Sanskrit, Tibetan, Chinese, Mongolian,
Japanese and other Asian and European languages. In
addition, Contemporary Buddhism in various parts of the
world is also made as subjects of studies and research with
a vision of altruistic service and stable peace and harmony
for the sustenance of human beings.

To set up and maintain departments of studies in (1) Pali
and Buddhism, (2) Philosophy with Special reference to
Buddhist Philosophy, Logic and Epistemology including
outlines of Indian and the Western Philosophy and
Comparative Religion, (3) Ancient India and Asian Studies
with a special reference to Buddhist History and Culture
and spread of Buddhism, (4) Linguistics, like Prakrit and
Apabhramsha and Modern Indian Languages like Hindi,

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English etc. East Asian lineage like Tibetan, Chinese,
Mongolian, Korean, Japanese and South East Asian
languages and (5) such other subjects as the "Society" may
decide to introduce from time to time;

To accommodate monks, nuns and lay scholars, versed in
traditional Buddhist monastic learning, and to acquaint
them with modern methods of research and comparative
studies;

To send its scholars and Professors at recognized centers of
Buddhist learning in the world, especially to neighboring
countries to acquire first-hand knowledge of their traditions,
and also to revive the old cultural ties existing between India
and those countries;

To critically edit, translate and publish Buddhist works from
Pali, Prakrit, Apabhramsha Sanskrit, Tibetan, Chinese,
Korean, Japanese, Mongolian or other Asian languages;
To compile and publish original and research works on
different aspects of Buddhism and those of allied studies
by multiple Research Program Units.

To cooperate with similar Research Institutions in and
outside India, in order to coordinate research work with
them;

To organize an up-to-date library of the Buddhist literature

in Pali, Sanskrit, Tibetan, Chinese, Mongolian and other

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Asian and European languages containing printed
materials, as well as materials held in electronic forms. Also
manuscripts, including earlier and recent publications of
research works and of modern thought be preserved, in order
to facilitate comprehensive and comparative studies:

To establish and maintain research and reference rooms
and museums,

To cooperate with educational and other institutions in any
part of the world, having similar objectives, wholly or partly,
to those of the Society by exchange of teachers, scholars
and in such a manner as may be conducive to their common
objects;

To publish journals, periodicals and books on different
aspects of Buddhism through print and electronic-print
media;

To set up and maintain a publication and sales department
of the publications of the society;

To undertake extramural studies, extension programs and
field outreach activities for contributing to the development
of the Indian Society;

To do all such other acts and things as they may be necessary
or desirable to attain the further objectives specified above

as may be expedient for functions of the Mahavihara.
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Administration

The Vice-Chancellor is the Executive head of the Nava
Nalanda Mahavihara who is assisted by the Faculty members,
Registrar, Dean (Academic), Dean (Student Welfare), Controller
of Examinations, Librarian and other staff members of the
Mahavihara. Hon'ble Minister of Culture, Government of India is
the Chancellor and Hon'ble Governor of Bihar is the President of
the Nava Nalanda Mahavihara, Nalanda Society.

Departments

After getting the status of a deemed university, the
Mahavihara has started a number of postgraduate courses. As
such, various departments have started functioning and several
existing departments have been upgraded as P.G. Departments.

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English, Sanskrit, Philosophy and Ancient History, Culture and
Archaeology through these departments. It is pertinent to mention
here that since November 2007, NNM has been following its own
curriculum and the number of students has increased manifold in
all the aforesaid departments, during the year 2017-18.

Library

A Library is a storehouse of knowledge and is the backbone
of an institution. Earlier, library resources, primarily consisting
of books and manuscripts, were stored and preserved for posterity,
while modern library is an information center that acquires,
organizes, disseminates and provides information in various forms.
264 books were purchased and added to the Library collection
during the year 2017-18. Library resources include a number of
Xylographic Tibetan manuscripts and also some rare manuscripts
along with gratis books. It is pertinent to note that the library has
enriched its collection by getting the personal libraries of renowned
Buddhist scholars like Dr. R.B. Mukherjee, Dr. Nalinkash Dutta,
Dr. Nathmal Tatia, Prof. C.S. Upasak, Prof. Krishna Narayan
Prasad Magadh, Prof. Siyaram Tiwari, Prof. D.K. Barua etc., which
is the special feature of NNM Library.

The library of late R. B. Mukherjee deserves special mention
because it offered our Library a complete set of the Sacred Books
of the East, valuable publications of the Pali Text Society, a rare
collection of books on Indian Philosophy, a rich collection of
Classical English literature, including the Variorum edition of the

complete works of William Shakespeare, work of Goethe in

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German, an important French dictionary, and collected works of
the French authors Cornell and Racine.

Books comprising the Wheaton Loan Collection, given by the
U.S. Government were also an important donation, consisting of
valuable dictionaries, encyclopedias, journals and other reference
books, a good collection of books on modern thought, including
books on psychology, metaphysics, ethics, logic, sociology and
cultural anthropology.

Myanmar (Burma), Sri Lanka, Thailand and Kampuchea
(Cambodia), Japan and South Kores donated complete sets of the
Tipitaka published in their respective scripts, and other
miscellaneous works to the Mahavihara. A complete set of the
Chinese Buddhist Text was presented by the People's Republic of
China, a complete set of the Kanjur and Tanjur donated by His
Holiness the Dalai Lama, a complete set of the Tibetan Tripitaka
(Peking edition) with its catalogue, Derge and Lhasa editions of
the Kanjur and Derge as well as S-Nar-than editions of Tanjur
are also invaluable treasures in the library of the Mahavihara.
Keeping in mind the current trends in research, the Library of
the Mahavihara subscribes to International research journals and
periodicals related to Indology and Buddhist learning. The
Mahavihara also houses a collection of rare manuscripts. The NNM
Library is housed in a two - story building, known as the Library
Building, consisting of sixteen research cubicles with two large
halls on either side. The library is under the process of being an

ideal automated library.
