working in collaboration with other Zonal Cultural Centres and the State and Central Art 

Academies, effort is made by organising cultural events to showcase the composite culture of our 

country with a view to reinforce the spirit of "Unity in diversity" as a hallmarks characteristic of 

Indian Culture. In Addition to this, publication and documentation of folk art forms and, in particular, 

the dying traditions, is also done. The Centre has an Auditorium, an Art Gallery and a Shilp Haat 

Popularly Known as 'Allahabad Haat' to support Cultural Activities. Shilp Haat has turned out to be 

the hub of Cultural activities where crafts, performing arts and traditional cuisines are being 

blended together during craft fairs to ensure that general public is consious of its great cultural 

traditions and they feel proud of.

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The headquarter of the Centre is located 
centrally near Civil Lines in Prayagraj and is spread 
over an area of 4 acres. The Campus is set in Idyllic 
surroundings having a beautiful office complex, garden, 
art gallery, indoor and open air stage, shilp-haat 
seminar hall and library.
(i) Terracotta Garden

Terracotta garden in the front lawns of the 
NCZCC Campus was inaugurated on 30th June 2001. 
Terracotta artefacts produced during one month long 
camp, representing all major form of terracotta from 
different regions, have been displayed as permanent 
exhibition in the front lawns of the NCZCC Campus.
(ii) Madhyottary Kala Bhawan

The Gound floor of Kala Bhawan, in the Campus 
of NCZCC houses the library There two seprate large 
dormitories on the first floor-one each for male and 
female artists to stay during the performances and 
cultural events.

Sculpture Garden at NCZCC displays 
permanently the creations of Folk and Traditional 
Sculptors' Camps held at Udaipur, Rajasthan and at 
Garhi, New Delhi.
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(v) Auditorium
The indoor air conditioned auditorium of the centre has 
a seating capacity of 390 and is used for cultural 
progarmmes and for staging plays, under the "Monthly 
Theater Scheme*, a scheme of promoting amateur 
theater, theater groups are invited and auditorium is 
also provided at subsidized charge to Theatre groups 
for staging plays. The open air stage is used for

(vi) Art Gallery
The Mahatma Gandhi art Gallery of the Centre was 
established in the year 1997. It has two exhibition hails 
for display and exhibition of paintings and artefacts. 
Established, as well as amateure artists of the Zone 
and form outside are allowed to use the art Gallery. The 
Centre's Art Gallery has its own collection of pair gs 
(tribal,folk, traditional & Contemporary) in addition to 
terracotta , wood and stone sculptures and 
photographs produced during various campus 
organized from time to time.
(vii) Allahabad Haat
Allahabad haat is culmination of years of experience of 
organising craft and cultural festivals in the Centre. It 
has been constructed on the pattern of "Dilli Haat". It 
has 48 permanent stalls, one mulitpurpose hall, public, 
conveniences block, open air stage and beautiful 
landscaping. It provides a blend of handicraft, culture 
and traditional cuisine during the cultural programmes 
that are organized regularly. These events provide 
regular and strong platform for cultural groups and 
handicraft artisans in an endeavour to preserve, 
promote and disseminate Indian art and culture in its 
entire spectrum with a view to showcase the concept of 
"Unity in diversity", a characteristic feature of Indian 
C ulture , which, fu rthe r prom otes dom estic 
International tourism in Allahabad.

employees contribution towards Group Insurance. The Centre has shown the same in

Earmarked/Endowment funds. This resulted in overstatement of

Earmarked/Endowment funds by ?  591.97 lakh and understatement of Current

Liabilities and Provisions by the same amount.

(B) General

(B .l) The Centre has not made provision for retirement benefits on actuarial basis as 

required in AS-15.

(B.2) Hie Centre has shown ? 591.97 lakh in Investment from Earmarked/Endowment 

funds while the*above amount does not belong to Earmarked/Endowment funds. The 

Centre needs to correct it.

(C) Grants in Aid
