In pursuance to the above objects, NMI offers M.A. and Ph. D courses in History of
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Art, Conservation and Museology; conducts five months’ certificate courses (short
term courses) namely Art Appreciation in English and Bhartiya Kalanidhi in Hindi;
holds national and international seminars, workshops and symposia and arranges
special lectures of eminent scholars on topics of relevance; and publishes its works.

Special Features

The primary objective of this Institute is to harmoniously combine theory with
practical experience. The Institute is uniquely situated to do this because of its close
association with the National Museum so that classroom instructions can be
combined with practical work in the various departments of the Museum. Not only
does the Institute utilize the resources of the National Museum, but the staff of the
museum is closely affiliated with the Institute’s teaching and research. For this
purpose, students are expected to spend appropriate amounts of time in various
facilities of the National Museum.

Though there are three departments, namely the History of Art, Conservation, and
Museology, these are seen as parts of an integrated whole. Students in each of the
departments are thus required to take coursesin other departments as well.

In India there are very limited institutions offering studies in non-Indian Art. The
Institute in addition to the Indian Art courses is striving to offer courses, to the
extent possible, in Global Art also. Presently the Institute is offering courses in the
Art of various Asian regions, Renaissance Art, Greek Art, Egyptian Art, etc.

Proficiency in one European language (other than English) or Persian or Arabic or a
classical/regional language of India (other than Hindi and mother tongue) is
compulsory for Masters students and two such languages are required for Ph.D.
students. Presently, the Institute has arrangements for teaching Sanskrit, German
and French and it is hoped that additional languages may be taught in the near
future. In addition to these language courses, special courses in (i) computers and
programmes; and (ii) photography are also being proposed to be prescribed and
qualifyinginthese courses will be necessary for the award of the degree.

Visits to museums, monuments, universities and other educational
institutions are aregular part of the Institute’s programmes.

Seminars, symposiums, workshops and conferences are organized as the
occasion demands.
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The medium of instruction is English. Students, however, have the option to
use the Hindi language for answering examinations and in specified academic
assignments.

The students of NMI, after completing their studies contribute significantly to
a wide range of fields related to Art History, Conservation and Museology in
India and Abroad. They are playing a vital role in managing, preserving and
interpreting the rich cultural heritage of the country as faculty in
various/reputed universities, museum professionals, conservators,
consultants, researchers, art dealers, gallery managers, designers, media
professionals, research scholars, school teachers and docents. The alumni of
the institute enjoy an international reputation for research, scholarship and
creative endeavour.

Powers and Functions
To carry out the objects mentioned above and for the management of the Institute, the
Society shall have the following powers and functions:-

I) to formulate and administer courses of study and research and to provide
instruction in areas of study as the Institute deems appropriate for the
advancement of learning and dissemination of knowledge in those areas;

ii) toconferdegreesuponandtograntdiplomas/ certificatesto persons who have
satisfactorily completed approved courses of study and/ or research and have
passed the examinations as may be prescribed;

iii) to create and award honours, fellowships, scholarships, prizes and medals in
recognition of meritinaccordance with Rules as may be prescribed;

iv) toundertake, in collaboration with the concerned authorities, field work in art,
archaeology, archival studies, anthropology, museology and conservation of
cultural property; and

v) to develop innovative methods of examination for the award of certificates,
degrees and diplomas without diluting the academic norms prescribed by the
University Grants Commission from time to time;

vi) to deposit all monies credited to the Fund in such banks or to invest in such a
manner as the Institute may, with the approval of Central Government, decide;

vii) to draw, make, accept, endorse and discount cheques, notes or other
negotiable instruments and for this purpose, to sign, execute and deliver such
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assurances and deeds as may be necessary for the purpose of the Institute;

viii) to pay out of the funds belonging to the Institute or out of any particular part of
such funds, the expenses incurred by the Institute from time to time including
all expenses incidental to the formation of the Institute and management and
administration of any of the foregoing objectivesincluding all rents, rates, taxes
and salaries of the employees;

ix) togive pensions, gratuities or charitable aid to the staff and employees or their
legal heirs;

X) to make payment towards insurance and to form and contribute to the
provident and benefit funds for employees and their dependents;

xi) to acquire, hold and dispose of property in any manner for purposes of the
Institute, provided that prior approval of the Central Government is obtained
in cases of the acquisition and disposal ofimmovable property;

xii) to borrow and raise monies with prior approval of the Central Government for
purposes of the Institute;

xiii) to build, construct and maintain houses, hostels or other buildings and modify
the same with light, water, drainage, furniture, fittings, instruments,
appliances and other thingsin connection with the objects of the Institute;

xiv) to appoint the Board of Management, committees or sub-committees as it may
deem fitto carry out the objects of the Institute;

xv) to delegate any or all its powers to the Board of Management, Academic
Council orto any of the committees or sub-committees constituted by it;

xvi) to make, add, vary or amend Rules, Regulations and Bye-laws with prior
approval of the Central Government for the conduct of the affairs of the
Institute from time to time.

Interpretation of the Objects

The Society shall be established for public benefit and accordingly the objects of the
Society as set forth above shall be interpreted and restricted to mean such objects
and purposes regarded in law as necessary for public education and charitable
purposes.

Institute opentoall

I.  The Institute to be set up shall be open to all citizens of India of either sex, and
of all race, creed, caste or class and no test or condition shall be imposed upon
as to religious belief or profession in admitting or appointing members,
students, teachers, workers orin any other connection whatsoever.
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ii. Admissiontoitscoursesshallbeasprescribedinthe Rules.
The Society may invite or appoint Indian and foreign scholars for teachingin the
Institute as may be prescribed in the Rules.

Income and Funds
I.  The Society shall be a registered autonomous body fully funded by the
Department of Culture, Government of India.

II. Itwilladminister funds as perthe following guidelines:

To maintain a fund to which shall be credited :-

1) allfunds provided by the Central Government;

i) allfeesandchargesreceived by the Institute;

iii) all monies received by the Institute by way of grants, gifts, donations,
benefactions, bequests or transfers.

lll. The income of the Society, derived from Government grants shall be applied
towards the promotion of the objects as set forth in this Memorandum of
Association subject to such conditions or limitations as the Central
Government may from time to time impose. However, flexibility shall be
allowed in respect of emoluments and other service conditions of teaching
staff appointed as Professors and technical experts, etc., against Chairs
financed out of Endowments in order to attract the best talents, and on
expenditure out of the funds received as a donation or a Special Grant for a
specific purpose to create auxiliary facilities for the Institute in order to achieve
and maintain the highest professional standards.

IV. No benefactions shall be accepted by the Society or Institute which in their
opinion involves conditions and obligations opposed to the spirit and object of
the Society.

Income not to be paid or transferred by way of profit

No portion of the income of the Society shall be paid or transferred directly or
indirectly by way of profit, to the persons, who at any time have been members of
the Society or to any of them or to any person claiming through them or any of
them, provided that nothing herein contained shall prevent the payment in good
faith or remuneration to any member thereof or other person in return for any
service rendered to the Society or for travelling, halting and other similar charges.
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Power toissue Directives

The Central Government shall have the power to issue such directives as it may
consider necessary from time to time to the Society or the Institute for the purpose
of carrying out or achieving the objectives set out in the Memorandum of
Association and Rules.

Review and Inspection

The Central Government may appoint one or more persons to review or inspect the
working and progress of the Society and/or Institute and to hold enquiries into the
affairs thereof and to report thereon and in such manner as the Central
Government may decide. The Central Government, upon receipt of such report,
may take such action and issue such directions as it may consider necessary in
respect of any of the matters dealt with in the report and the Society or the
Institute, as the case may be, shall comply with such directions.

Take over

If the Central Government is satisfied that the Society or the Institute is not
functioning properly, it shall have the power to take over the administration and
assets of the Society and/or the Institute as the case may be.

Dissolution

If, on the winding up or dissolution of the Society, there shall remain, after the
satisfaction of its debts and liabilities, any property, the same shall not be paid to
any member of the Society or distributed amongst them but shall be disposed of in
the manner as the Central Government may determine.

Documents
All lease, properties, documents and title deeds relating to the properties, movable
and immovable, of the Society shall be in the name of the Society.

Rules and Regulation

A copy of the Rules of the Society certified to be a correct copy by seven members of

the Society is filed along with the Memorandum of Association; and the

composition of the Society, the supreme authority, shall be as referred to in Rule 4

there of.

Chairman

I) There shall be a Chairman. The Chairman shall be the Minister in-charge of
Education/Culture, Government of India.
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ii) The Chairman (Chancellor of the Institute) shall preside over the meetings of
the Society and shall exercise such powers as may be prescribed in the Rules
and Regulations. The Chairman may refer any matter relating to
Society/Institute to the Central Government for obtaining advice before taking
a final decision in respect of that matter. In the absence of the Chairman, the
Vice-chairman shall preside over the meetings of the Society.

Vice-Chairman

There shall be a Vice-chairman (Vice-chancellor of the Institute). The Director
General, National Museum or any person discharging the functions of Director
General or holding charge of the post of Director General, shall be the Vice
Chairman (Vice-Chancellor of the Institute).

Director

a) The Director (equivalent to the Pro-Vice- chancellor of a University) shall be
appointed by the Board of Management on the recommendations of the Vice-
chancellor who will choose the candidates from amongst the Professors of the
Institute, provided that if the recommendation of the Vice-chancellor is not
accepted by the Board of Management, the matter shall be referred to the
Chairman who may either appoint the person recommended by the Vice-
chairman or ask the Vice-chancellor to recommend another person to the
Board of Management. Provided further that the Board of Management may,
on the recommendation of the Vice-chancellor, appoint a Professor to
discharge the duties of a Director in addition to his own duties as a Professor.

b) The term of the Director shall be of 3 years or until the expiration of the term of
office of the Vice-chancellor or till the attaining of age of superannuation by the
Director, whicheveristhe earliest.

c) The powers, functions, responsibilities and other conditions of service of the
Director shall be prescribed in the Bye-laws.

d) Subjecttothe control and supervision of the Vice-chancellor, the Director shall
perform such duties and exercise such functions and powers as the Vice-
chancellor may specify generally or in individual cases and shall assist the Vice-
chancellorinallacademic and administrative matters.
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e) During the absence of the Vice-chancellor for any reason whatsoever, the
Director shall perform the duties of the Vice-chancellor.

Dean of Academic Affairs and

Heads of the Departments

a) There shall be one Dean of Academic Affairs, to be nominated by the Vice-
chairman from amongst the Heads of the Departments, by rotation. His tenure
shall be for 3 years.

b) There shall be a Head of the Department for each of the Departments in the
Institute who shall be appointed by the Board of Management on the
recommendation of the Vice-chairman from amongst the senior most
Professors of the Department provided that if there is no Professor in the
Department the Vice-chairman may appoint an Associate Professor (Reader) of
the Department, provided further that if there is no Associate Professor in the
Department, the Vice-chairman may appoint the senior most Assistant
Professor (Lecturer) to function temporarily as the Head of the Department.

c) Theterm oftheappointment of the Head of the Department shall be of 3 years,
by rotation, from amongst the senior most Professors/Associate
Professors/Assistant Professors, as the case may be.

d) The powers and functions of the Dean of Academic Affairs and Heads of the
Departments shall be prescribed by the Bye- laws of the Institute.

Registrar

The Registrar shall be a whole time salaried officer of the Institute and shall be

appointed by the Board of Management on the recommendation of a Selection

Committee.

I) He shall be the custodian of the records and of the funds of the Institute as the
Board of Management may commit to his charge.

ii) Heshall conduct the official correspondence on behalf of the Authorities of the
Institute.

iii) He shall issue notices and convene meetings of the Committee and Sub-
Committees appointed by any Authority as per the instructions of the Vice-
Chancellor.
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iv) He shall prepare the agenda and keep the minutes of the meetings of all the
Authorities of the Institute and of all the Committees appointed by any of these
Authorities.

v) He shall make arrangements for and supervise the examinations conducted by
the Institute.

vi) He shall represent the Institute in suits or proceedings by or against the
Institute, sign powers of attorney and perform pleadings or depute his
representative for this purpose.

vii) He shall supply to the Chairman copies of the agenda of meetings of the
Authorities of the Institute as soon as they are issued and the minutes of the
meetings of the Authorities ordinarily within a month of the holding of the
meetings.

viii) In an emergency, when the Vice-Chanceller or the Director is not able to act, he
may call for a meeting of the Board of Management forthwith and take its
directions for carrying on the work of the Institute.

ix) He shall enter into agreements, sign documents and authenticate records on
behalf of the Institute.

x) He shall prepare and maintain seniority lists and other service records of each
class of employees.

xi) He shall perform such other duties as may be specified in the Rules and Bye-
laws or as may be specified by the Board of Management or by the Vice-
chairman from time to time.

Finance Officer

a) The Finance Officer shall be a whole time salaried officer of the Institute and
shall be appointed by the Board of Management in accordance with the
Recruitment Rules framed in this behalf.

b) The emoluments and other terms and conditions of service of the Finance
Officer shall be such as prescribed by the Bye- laws.

c) TheFinance Officer shall work under the supervision of the Vice-chancellor and
in his absence under the Director and will be accountable to the Board of
Management through the Vice-chancellor. He shall be the ex-officio non-
member Secretary of the Finance Committee.

d) Subject to the control of the appropriate Authority of the Institute, he shall be
responsible for the preparation of the Annual Estimates and Statement of
Accounts for submission to the Finance Committee, the Board of Management
and the Society.

Research projects:

e Research onSynthesis of starch nanoparticles and its application in art
conservation:
Starch pastes have been used as an adhesive since ancient times. These
properties of starch were recognized and put to use in art conservation since
early history. It has found its application in consolidation and repair of
manuscripts, textiles, paintings and other composite objects. It is now one of
the primary adhesive used by most paper conservators for procedures such as
hinging, mending, lining, facing, reinforcement, an consolidation or fixing of
media. Considering the marvel properties of starch and its extensive usage in
art conservation, this project aims at the development and application of nano-
sized starch that enhances the rheological and adhesion characteristics of
native starch as well as is biocompatible, biodegradable and non-toxic similar
tothe native starch.
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e Research on Museum Climate control

National Museum Institute is currently running a project on Museum
Environment in order to assess the climatic condition of the Museum galleries
in India and National Museum galleries in particular. Continuous monitoring of
the environmental parameters vis-a-vis Relative Humidity and Temperature it
was imperative to procure the environmental dataloggers. several vendors in
this regard and actively pursued all the official formalities for the procurement
of these dataloggers which included writing tender proposals for the
guotations, several follow-ups with the parties and administration.

e Research on Revival of Ancient Hempcrete Technology and experimental
studies towards various conservation application of Cannabis sativa (Bhang)”
Reviving the Ancient Indian Hempcrete Technology (Mixing of Cannabis sativa
“Bhang” in Clay/ Lime plaster) of Construction Investigated in the ancient caves
of Ellora (Maharashtra). Experimental work is being planned in the Laboratory
of National Museum Institute to investigate the various properties of
Hempcrete and to recommend its application in the field of Heritage
Conservation.

e Research on3D Documentation of Archaeological Objects from Pre-Harapan
Site, Kunal, Haryana
The Harappan site Kunal is located in Fatehabad district of Haryana. The site is
approachable from Hansi via Bhuna. It was excavated in 1985-86 and from
1991-92 to 1994-95 by the department of Archaeology and museums,
Haryana. The site re-excavated in 2016-18 as a project of the ASI under the
Direction of Dr. B.R. Mani, DG, NM in collaboration with Archaeology and
museums. Once the AMS and C-14 dates are received, the collected pottery
and soil are caring the 3D documentation.

SCHEDULE 24 - SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES

1 ACCOUNTING CONVENTION

The financial statements are prepared on the basis of historical cost convention,
unless otherwise stated and on the accrual method of accounting except student
feesand Interest on Fixed deposits which is recognised on receipt basis.

2 INVESTMENTS

2.1. Investments classified as "long term investments" are carried at cost.
Provision for decline, other than temporary, is made in carrying cost of such
investments.

2.2. Investments classified as "Current" is carried at lower of cost and fair value.
Provision for shortfall on the value of such investments is made for each investment
consideredindividually and not on a global basis.

2.3. Costincludesacquisition expenses like brokerage, transfer stamps.

3 FIXED ASSETS

3.1 Fixed assets are stated at cost of acquisition inclusive of inward freight, duties
and taxes and incidental and direct expenses related to the acquisition. In respect
of projects involving construction, related pre-operational expenses (including
interest on loans for specific project prior to its completion) form part of the value
of the assets capitalized.

3.2 Fixed Assets acquired out of grants, other than towards the Corpus Fund, are
capitalized at values stated, by corresponding credit to Fixed Assets Fund.

12. Inthe Previous Year the Institute in compliance with Audit Para No. A.2.1 of
SAR for the financial year ended 31-03-2016 has reversed extension charges of Rs.
52.80 Lakhs hitherto capitalized under the head “Land” and shown the same as
Extraordinary Items -Extension Charges towards Noida Land in view of the fact that
these expenses are non-recurring & casual in nature and differ from the regular
activities of the Institute. These are material items and therefore separate
disclosure thereof was considered appropriate to present true and fair view of the
current operating results of the Institute. These Extension charges of Rs. 52.80
Lakhs were paid in the FY-2014-15 and then were recognised as capital expenditure
by adding into the cost of Land. Accordingly, Fixed Assets Fund has also been
reduced by that amount by crediting Income & Expenditure Account. It is further
clarified that during the year under consideration the effects of Rs.52.80 Lakhs has
not been considered while arriving at the closing value of Unspent Balance of Grant
at the year ended 31-03-2017 due to the fact that the same had already been
considered in the year of booking of expenses i.e. in Financial Year ended 31-03-
2015.

Similarly, during the year ended 31-03-2017 the Institute had paid amount of
Rs.19.80 lakhs to ‘New Okhla Industrial Development Authority’ on 23.09.2016
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towards Extension Charges for the period from 15.11.2014 to 14.11.2017. In view
of the audit suggestion above in the preceding year, this time the Institute has suo
moto recognised amount of Rs.19.80 Lakhs as Extraordinary Items -Extension
Charges towards Noida Land in view of the above stated facts.

1. We have audited the attached Balance Sheet of National Museum Institute of
History of Art, Conservation and Museology (NMI), New Delhi as at 31 March
2018, Income & Expenditure Account and Receipts & Payments Account for the
year ended on that date under Section 20 (1) of the Comptroller and Auditor
General’s (Duties, Power & Conditions of Service) Act, 1971. The audit has been
entrusted for the period up to 2020-21. These financial statements are the
responsibility of the Institute’s management. Our responsibility is to express an
opinion on these financial statements based on our audit.

2. This Separate Audit Report contains the comments of the Comptroller and
Auditor General of India (CAG) on the accounting treatment only with regards
to classification, conformity with the best accounting practices, accounting
standards and disclosure norms, etc. Audit observation on financial
transactions with regards to compliance with the Laws, Rules & Regulations
(Property and Regularity) and efficiency-cum performance aspects, etc., if any,
are reported through Inspection Reports/CAG’s Audit Reports separately.

3. We have conducted our audit in accordance with auditing standards generally
accepted in India. These standards require that we plan and perform the audit
to obtain reasonable assurance about whether the financial statements are
free from material misstatements. An audit includes examining, on a test basis,
evidence supporting the amounts and disclosures in the financial statements.
An audit also included assessing the accounting principles used and significant
estimated made by management as well as evaluating the overall presentation
of financial statements.

Refundable
caution money of Rs. 4.56 lakh as of 31.03.2018 pertaining to the period 2005-
06to 2017-18 was not refunded to students.

B.5 Grant of Rs. 20,348 received from UGC for ‘Art History Panel’ remained
unutilized since April 2005. In addition, Sundry Creditors amounting to Rs.
41,600 and other current liabilities of Rs. 55,126 remained unsettled since
financial year 2005-06. These long pending liabilities need to be discharged.

C. Grants-in-aid:
Duringtheyear 2017-18, NMl received grants-in-aid of Rs. 353.95 lakh from the
Ministry of Culture. It had Rs. 3478.31 lakh of unspent balance of pervious year.
Beside, NMl also had other receipts of Rs. 62.26 lakh during the year. Out of the
total available funds of Rs. 3894.52 lakh, NMI utilized Rs. 2680.69 lakh leaving
anunspent balance of Rs. 1213.83 lakh at the year end.

D. Management letter: Deficiencies which have not been including in the audit
report have been brought to the notice of the Central Adoption Resource
Authority through a management letter issued separately for remedial/
corrective action.
