WHEREAS the Government of the Republic of India and the
Government of the Republic of Scuth Africa (hereinafter Jointly
referred to as "the Parties” and in the singular as "Party”), are
desirous to consolidate and strengthen the friendly ties and
reciprocal understanding between their peoples;

WHEREAS the Parties are conscious of the desirability of
promoting to the greatest possible extent the mutual knowledge
and understanding of their respective cultures and intelliectual,
educational, artistic, and sporting achievements, as well as
their history and way of 11fe, by means of friendly cooperation
between their respective countries: and

WHEREAS the Parties are desiroUs to uplift and enhance
the guality of 1i1fe of thair peoples:

MOW, THEREFORE, the Parties agqree as follows:

ARTICLE 1

For the purpose of broadening and strengthening the ties betwaen
their countries, the Parties shall encourage cooperation and the
exchange of knowledge, experience and achievemants in the fields
of education, arts, Culture and sport,

ARTICLE 2

The PRarties shall, in accordance with the aims of this
Agreement, encourage the establishment of centact and co-
cperation between 1nterasted institutions, organisations and
persens 1n both countries 1n the fields covered by this
Agreement.

In the 1mplementatieon of the provisions of this Agreement,
due regard shall be given to the autonomy of the relevant
institutions and bodies. Their freedom to enter into and
maintain mutusal relaticens and agreaments shall be
recognised, subject to the municipal law and constitution of
the respective States.

ARTICRE 3

With a wview to broadening and strengthening the ties
between their countries, the Parties shall encourage cooperation
in the various fields of education, arts, culture and sport. To
this end, the Parties shall encourage




cooperation between educational institutions, the
granting of scholarships (for university and post
university studies and research), exchange of persons
at all levels of educatien and exchange of information
on education;

the study of the languages, literature, culturea and
history of each other's country:

the development of cultural relations between their
countries., For this purpose they shall encourage the
exchange of study and lecture visits by specialists 1n
this field as well as the sxchange of literature and
pubblications;

cooperation 1n various cultural fialds of interast to
both, 1ncluding literature, exhibitions of art and
artifacts, music, dance, drama, the exchange of books
and other publications, cooperation between schools of
art, assoctations of artists and writers, museums,
libraries, archives and other cultura)l institutions,
and the exchange of knowledge between conservation
bedies relating to cultura)l heritage;

cooparatien 1n the field of film/cinamatography as wel)
as v1s1ts by dalegations and 1ndividual specialists in
the field of film/cinematography:

cooperation in the various Tields of sport, including
direct contact between sSporting associations and
bodies; and

any other form of cooperation as may be mutually
agreed uWpon between the Parties or relevant autonomous
institutiens in both countries.

ARTICLE 4

Each Party shall wejcome the establishment an VB A
territery of cultural institutions ar friendship
associaticns in accordance with 1its municipal Jlaw and
general policy, it being understood that prior clearance
of the Party concerned shall be obtained before any
instituticon is established under this Article,

With due regard to the provisions of Article 2(2),

the Parties shall encourage the conclusion of specific
programmes of ccoperation between the relevant cultural
institutions and bodies,




ARTICLE 5

411 activities carried out in terms of this Agreement shall be
siUibject to the law operative 1n the respective countries.

ARTICLE B

c For the purpose of implementation of this Agreement a
Joint Indo South Africa Committee shall be eaestab)ished,
which shall meet every two years or as mutually agreed
upoen by the Parties. The meetings shall be held
alternately 1n the Republic of India and in the Republic
of Socuth Africa 1in order to discuss programmes aof
cooperation,

P

These programmes of cooperation, 1f approved by both
Parties, shall be valid for specified periocds and shall
1inc lude concreta forms of cooperation, events and
exchanges as well as the organisational and financial
conditions far their implementation.

ARTICLE 7

&ny dispute as to the interpretation and ‘mplementation of this

Agreament shall be resoclvea through negotiations Detween Lhe
Parties.

ARTICLE 8

This Agreement may bDe amended by mutual agreement through an
Exchange of MNotes between the Partijes. Such an amendment shall
anter into force on the date of the Reply MHNote, accepting the
proposed amendment,

ARTICLE 8

1. This Agreament shall enter 1nto force when both Parties
have notified each other in writing through the dipiomatic
channel that their respective gonstitutional reguiraments
far the entry 1intoc force of this Agreement have beean
complied with. The date of entry 1nto force shall be the
date @f the last notification.

2 This Agreement shall remain in force until
tarminated 1n terms of Article 10.

ARTICLE 10

Either Party may, by giving three months’ written notice to
the othar Party through the dipliomatie channel, terminate
this Agreement at any time. Termination of this Agreement
shall not affect any programmes undertaken prior to the
termination of this Agreement, unless otherwise agreed to by
the Parties,.

IN WITNESS WHERECQF the representatives of the Parties, duly

authorised thereto by their respective Governments, have
si1gned and sealed this Agreement 1n duplicate, 1n the Hind)
and Engliish lTanguages, the two Lexts being equally
authentic.

Done at New Delht on this Fourth Day of
December , 13965, corresponding to Thirteenth Day of
Agrahayana, 1918 (SAKA), iIn two originals, each in Hindi
and English languages, all the text being equally authentic.
