MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING

With the objective of further strengthening the friendly
relations and mutual understanding between the two
countries, the Government of the Republic of India and
the Government of the Kyrgyz Republic have agreed to
hold the Days of Indian Culture in Kyrgyzstan and the
Days of Kyrgyz Culture in India under the Cultural

Exchange Programme (CEP).

The Days of Indian Culture in Kyrgyzstan and the
Days of Kyrgyz Culture in India will be organised for a
period of 7 days each, exclusive of travel. The exact

dates would be finalised through mutual consultations.
The Days of Culture may include the following:

The performance of classical dance, music, folk
ensembles.

Exhibition of contemporary arts and crafts.
Festival of Films of each country.

Exchange of writers of the two countries.

The Festival may be held in the capital city of

country as well as in other cities as may be agreed

In accordance with the established practice laid

by the CEP between the two countries, the sending

will bear the cost of international travel, packing
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and 1insurance of exhibits, transportation of props,
exhibits and the baggage of the delegation members and
groups. The receiving side will bear expenses on stay of
the participants, food accommodation in a good hotel,
local transport, intercity travel including hall rent,
publicity, printing of cards and technical regquirements
of light and sound, provide interpreters and if

necessary medical assistance.

An advance technical team of upto 4-members from
either side will visit 4 days prior to the inauguration
of the Days of Culture and will remain there till the

closing of the event.

A high level delegation from the Republic of India
will be present 1in Bishkek at the time of  the
inauguration of the Days of Indian Culture and similarly
a high level delegation from the Kyrgyz Republic will be
present in Delhi at the time of the inauguration of the

Days of Kyrgyz Culture in India.

The total number of the members of the official
and cultural delegation including the advance technical

team will be 30 persons.

The Memorandum will come into effect from the day

of its signing. Done in Delhi on 19th day of March, 1897




in two originals, each in Hindi, Kyrgyz, Russian and

English languages, all texts being egually valid.

In case of differences in interpreting the clauses
of the present Memorandum, the Sides will be guided by

the text in the English language.
