Purppse of the MoU

To achieve the organizational goals by optimum use of the funds available and for

proper functioning ol the organization so as to complete the output targets.

To achieve this, the following deliverables are required:

Budgetary outlay for the year 2A23-24 as detailed below is being allotted to National
Council of Science Museums for carrying out activities as drscussed in parasbelow,

including organizational work under continuing Scheme and for the development of

Science Cities / Centres 1 lnnovation Hubs under Scheme for Promotion of Culture of
Science (SPoCS). While incurring the expenditure, requisite approval of competent
authority as the case may be, will have to be obtained belore executing the work.

GIA'Salaries Head and Rs.2.00 lakhs under GIA-SAP Head. However, as psr this MoU,
an expenditure of Rs.7558.00 lakhs under the G|A-General Head, Rs.d31g.50 lakhs
under GIA-CCA Head, Rs.13104.40 lakhs under G|A-Salaries Head and Fts.2.00 lakhs
under GIA'SAP has been projected for the year 2023-24 (at Annexure-l), which is as per
the approved AnnualAction Plan2023-24 of NCSM.Fulfilment of the projected fund
reguirement by NCSM under GIA-General and G|A-salaries Heads is subject to
approval of Competent Authority for allocation of additional funds under these heads to
NCSM Head.

v. Release of funds to NCSM will be made in accordance with Ministry ol Finance's
instructions regarding expenditure management as issued from time to time.

vi. The Council shall submit the Annual Report and Audited Accounts Ior the year ZAZZ-23
to the Ministry ol Culture belore the end of November 2023.

vii' The CAG audit, if required to be done for the year 2022-23 shall be completed by the
Council by September 2O23.

vii,' Provisional Utilization Certilicate shall be submitted to the Ministry by May Z0Z3 and
Final Utilization Certificate by November 2023 for the Financial Year ZAZ2-28. Further,
for the financial year 2023-2024, monthly Provisional Certificate has to be submitted
before seeking the next month's grant.

ix. All pending CAG audit paras and internal audit paras should be settled by September,
2023. Settlement of audit paras shall be the first agenda item ol Society/Governing
Body/FAC/EC meetings of NGSM. Action Taken Beport in the prescribed proforma
should be submitted to the Ministry on priority basis.

x. Alllinancial irregularities which have been pointed out by the Audit and pursued by tha
Ministry of Culture should be taken care of and report should be furnished by NCSM
before the end of first quarter o12023-2024.

xi. lnputs for preparations of EFC/SFC in accordance wilh the extant guidelines/instructions
of Ministry of Finance shall be submitted as per directives of MoC.

xii. Monthly report in respect of financial and physical achievements in prescribed format
(Annexure-l) shall be submitted to Ministry of Culture by the 1 st week ol the month in
which it becomes due. Any other periodic report asked by the Ministry shall also be
submitted within the stipulated time.

xiii. Governing Bodyof the NCSM shall review user charge9source of internal revenue
generation at least once in a year, and this exercise should preferably be completed by
the month of September 2023.

xiv. All interests or olher earnings against GIA or advances (released to NCSM) shall be
mandatorily remitted to CFl, immediately after finalization of the accounts. Such
advances shall not be allowed to be adjusted against future release.

xv. NCSId shall maintain data-base relating lo grants, income, expenditure, investment,

assets and employee strength etc. in the format prescribed by the Govt.
xvi. NCSM shall designate and appropriate level officer to render financial advice whose

concurrence should be obtaiued for sanction and incurring of expenditure.
xvii. NGSM may put in place a system ol external or internal peer review of the organization

every three years or five years depending on the size and volume ol work of the
organization in terms of GFR 229lixl and further release of grant to the organization
shall depend on the outcome of such review.

xviii. NCSM should take advantage of the pension or gratuity schemes or group insurances
schemes or house building loan schemes or vehicle loan schemes etc. available in the
market for employees instead of undertaking liability on their own or Govt. account.

xix. Performance parameters, output targets in terms o, details of programme of work and
qualitative improvement in output, along wilh commensurate input requirements should
clearly be spelt out in the MoU. Further, the output targets, given in measurable units of
performance should form the basis of budgetary support extended to NCSM, Kolkata.
The rcadmap for improved performance with clear milestones should form part of the

NCSM shall account for revenue and capital expenditure
maintain and present their Annual Accounts/Finar Accounts
prescribed by the Government for autonomous bodies.

the quarter. However, the Administraiive Division will release the concurred amount onmonthly basis.

xxii. NCSM shall adhere to the time schedule prescribed under Rule 257 ol GFR 2017 tor
submission ol Annual Accounts and Annuai Reports.

xxiii' NCSM shall submit the Utilization Certificate (UC) of Grants-in-aid in the prescribed
format along with the reports regarding performance/targets achieved, outcomes etc. in
accordance with the UC Format prescribed in GFR edtz lOfn Form 12-A).-ir.,r-UC
shall disclose separately the annual expenditure incurred and the funds given to
suppliers ol stores and assets, to construciion agencies, to staft for HBA ano p'urcrrase
of conveyance, which do not constitute at that siage but have been met out of or*t
and.are pending adjustments. These shall be treaieo as unutilized grant ario*ed io'Ue
carried fonvard.

xxiv. NCSM shall explore to maximize internal resources and eventually attain self-sufficiency.
To achieve this, NCSM may achieve the target of internal revenue generation at least
20% al the total budget of NCSM, Kolkata ind accordingty the phylicat and finan-iat
targ8ts may be given to NCSM in the MoU. Quarterly report shall'b,s submitted oy rrem
to lhe Ministry regularly.

xxv. The Actual Expenditure by NCSM on the activities shalt be subject to availabitity of lund.
While incurring the expenditure, NCSM shall adhere to GFR 2017 provisions besides
other insrructions of the Government issued from time to time.

2. Human Resource

i' Recruitment Rules in respect of all the posts will be framed/reviewed as per the laid
down guidelines of DoPT, and prescribed procedures in tune wirh the Bye{aws and
Rules and Regulations of NCSM. The Councll will initiate necessary time bound actionwell in advance to fill up the vacant posts following the prescribeo rules.NCSM willprovide the monthly progress report in prescribed profoima (Annexure-A showing
Recruitment Rules position ol various posts and Annexure.B showing vacancy pos1,,:i
group-wise) provided by the Ministry on monthly basis.
