Accordingly, Ministry of Culture set up a
High Level Committee, i.e, National Mission on
Libraries, vide notification no. 18-4/2009-Lib (Pt.)
dated 4™ May 2012.

In order to achieve the objectives, High Level
Committee held a number of meetings and formulated
the scheme — “National Mission on Libraries —
upgradation of Libraries providing service to the
public” including the following four components:

(i) Creation of National Virtual Library of India,
(if) Setting up of NML Model Libraries,
(iii) Quantitative and Qualitative Survey,
(iv) Capacity Building.
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2. COMPONENTSOF THE SCHEME:

National Virtual Library of India:

The National Virtual Library of India would
provide a wide public access at local, national and
global levels to al the available knowledge resources
through open source platform in  multilingual
environment. At present, an immense amount of
digitized information is available under several projects
carried out by various Government Department like
Ministry of Culture, Ministry of Human Resource
Development, Departments of Information Technology,
CDAC, Prasar Bharti, AIR, State Government and other
Non-Government Organizations. NVLI would build a
comprehensive database for this information and
present it in a user-friendly service including
multilingual services. It would provide al the
information generated in India and about India and be
made accessible through a powerful search engine
through a number of web-based information services
making best use of the Information technology. NV LI
will be broad-based in terms of its content, services and
its reach to serve the diversity of the populace. It would
empower people with right information in order to
create a knowledge society and ensure preservation of
digital content for posterity. It would be about content
acquisition,  organization,  retrieval and its
dissemination.

The target users of NVLI will be students,
researchers, doctors, professionals, and novice users,
including educationally, socially, economicaly,
physically disadvantaged groups. Following services
would be provided by NVLI:

NVLI would continuously update its content,

technology, standards and services.

[1. Settingup of NML Model Libraries:

The purpose of setting up of NML model libraries
is to develop the 35 State Central Libraries, 35 District
Libraries and 6 Libraries under the Ministry of Culture
to meet recreationa and cultura needs of the
community; to provide free access to al publications,
including government and institutional documents and
online full text resources, to facilitate reference service
to help public in finding appropriate resources for
study and research.

The infrastructure of these model libraries would
be upgraded through the renovation of existing
buildings and providing modular furniture and fixtures.
Appropriate facilities would be provided to meet the
needs of senior citizen/specialy-abled persons and
children.

The functioning in the model libraries would be
improved by providing modern technological tools.
Initially, these libraries would be provided with
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Server-Client technology and, at a later stage, it would
be upgraded to Cloud Service Technology. All the
modern libraries would be equipped with Hardware
and Software of uniform specifications.

These model libraries would be facilitated with
subscription of E-Journals/E-Book services through
Web VPN services aready developed by National
Informatics Centre. These would also be provided with
reading resources to meet local needs.

In addition to the upgradation of infrastructure and
Technology of these model libraries, all the 35 State
Central Libraries, 629 District Libraries and 6 libraries
under the Ministry of Culture would be provided 1
GBPS Network connectivity through National
Knowledge Network/National Information Centre
Network. Site preparation and Provision of Computer
for facilitating Network connectivity would also be
attended to.

Quantitative and Qualitative Survey:

The purpose of Quantitative and Qualitative
Survey of libraries is to acquire descriptive statistics
about the public and other libraries; to examine the size
and quality of the libraries; to study the pattern of
library usage in terms of average number of readers,
number of books issued; to analyze the frequency of
visits to the library; to study the level of satisfaction of
library users; to study the perception about the library
if these are meeting the demands of knowledge
era/society; study the availability of data for specialy
abled groups in public libraries and to study the impact
of library on the quality of life and economic gains of
local people.

To start with, a quantitative survey of 5000
libraries in the country reflecting their major
characteristics will be conducted. Thereafter, sample of
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the users and potential users will be selected to collect
detailed information on the qualitative characteristics
and performance indicators for the libraries
functioning in the north, south, east, west, central and
north-east regions of the country in terms of their
traditional role as readership promoters as well as their
new role as service and information providers meeting
the requirement of the users in the electronic/internet
erain relation to their academic and recreational needs
as also in connection with their business, job, financial
and other matters.

Primary survey of public libraries will be
undertaken in all the major States/lUnion Territories of
India covering both rural and urban areas and the
sample size of the qualitative survey would be about
7,500 covering all the states and UTSs.

. Capacity Building:

The purpose of Capacity Building is to contribute
towards overal development of library personnel
through training/workshop; to develop on-line training
modules/tutorials and e-learning module for libraries,
to develop expertise in handling technology tools and
inculcate in library personnel the requisite managerial,
analytical, decision-making, planning and
organizational skills to get the staff trained in
accessing online resources and other ICT applications
inlibraries.

The scope of the Capacity Building will cover the
following:

e Training on ICT-based basic and advanced
level library applications, on improvement of
managerial and communication skill of library
personnel.
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e Training of all categories of personnel, viz.
elementary, middle and top levels.

e Training of different categories of participants.
It will include students from Library Science
Schools who have just received degree in B.
Lib. Sc. and other equivalent.

e Training of participants from al the categories
of Libraries.

e Training will be organized in English and
Hindi. Wherever required, the training will also
be organized in other vernacular languages.

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in any respects under any applicable law, the validity,
legality and enforceability of the remaining provisions
shall not, in any way, be affected or impaired.

8.2 No amendments to the MOU shall be valid unless
executed in writing and signed by both the parties.
