PROGRAMME OF CULTURAL EXCHANGE BETWEEN THE
MINISTRY OF CULTURE OF THE REPUBLIC OF INDIA AND
THE MINISTRY OF CULTURE OF THE REPUBLIC OF
CROATIA FOR THE YEARS 2005-2007

In accordance with Article 11 of the Agreement between the Government of
the Republic of India and the Government of the Republic of Croatia on co-operation
in the fields of Culture, Education, Science, Technology and Sports, signed in New
Delhi on 5" March, 1999, the Ministry of Culture of the Republic of India and the
Ministry of Culture of the Republic of Croatia (hercinafter referred to as the
“Parties”) have agreed on the following programme of Cultural Exchange for the
years 2005-2007.

L. ART AND CULTURE

Article 1

The Parties shall encourage direct co-operation between institutions and
professional organizations and associations in the fields of culture and art.

The Parties shall support all forms of cultural co-operation that are of mutual
interest and that contribute to the affirmation of the cultures of the two countries,

Article 2

The Parties shall support the exchange of experts from the fields of music,
performing and visual arts, archacology, protection and preservation of cultural
heritage, literature, archives, libraries and museums.

During the validity of the Programme the Parties shall exchange up to five
experts annually for the purpose of negotiating programmes of co-operation or
exchange of exhibitions, as well as the organization of seminars/workshops. The
duration of each visit shall not exceed ten days.

Article 3

The Parties shall support the exchange of experts/conservators with a view to
studying conservation techniques related to museum materials. The duration of each
visit shall be mutually agreed upon by the concerned institutions through diplomatic
channels.



Article 4

The Parties shall support direct co-operation between galleries and muscums
and support the organization of art exhibitions. During the validity of the
Programme the Parties shall exchange the following exhibitions:

- Exhibition of Indian miniature painting in Zagreb;
- Exhibition of contemporary Croatian painting in New Delhi.

Article 5

The Parties shall encourage the mutual participation at music, dance and
theatre festivals, international art exhibitions, international meetings and
competitions as well as other non-commercial events organized in the two countries.

All details pertaining to the exchanges shall be directly agreed upon by the
organizers and invited ensembles and artists.

Article 6

The Parties shall encourage the direct co-operation between music,
performing arts and concert institutions, including the exchange of guest
performances of groups and artists;

During the validity of the Programme the Parties shall support the following
guest performances:

- Indian classical dance group (7-8 members) for a tour of 8-10 days in
Croatia:

- Croatian dance group for a tour of 8-10 days in India;

- Indian folk group for a tour of 8-10 days in Croatia;

- Croatian musical ensemble for a tour of 8-10 days in India.

All relevant details pertaining to these guest tours will be agreed upon through
diplomatic channels.

Article 7

The Parties shall encourage the exchange of publications and decumentation
of mutual interest within the co-operation between national ibraries.

The Parties shall support the participation at film festivals organized in the
other country.

Article 9
The Parties shall support the organization of a Week of Croatian films in
India and a Week of Indian films in Croatia on a reciprocal basis for a duration of

5-7 days, including the visit of a two-member delegation.

1. MISCELLANEOUS

Article 10

General and financial provisions are contained in the Annex which constitutes
an integral part of this Programme.

Article 11

The Programme shall come into force on the day of its signature and shall
remain in force until 31 December, 2007,

Done and signed at New Delhi on the 27" April, 2005 in two original copies,
each in the Hindi, Croatian and English languages, wherein all three texts are

equally authentic. In case of differences in interpretation the English version shall
prevail.

GENERAL AND FINANCIAL PROVISIONS

GENERAL PROVISIONS

The two sides shall not exclude the possibilities for the realization of other
projects in the above mentioned ficlds under mutually acceptable
conditions.

The Sending Party shall provide the Receiving Party all the necessary
information referring to exhibitions at least three months before the
agreed upon date of the opening of the exhibition.

Exhibits shall be delivered to the place of showing the exhibition two (2) weeks
before such a date.

FINANCIAL PROVISIONS

The two Parties have agreed on the following financial terms for exchanges to
be carried out under this Programme.

Exchange of individuals

The Sending Party shall bear the cost of traveling fare to the Receiving
cpuntry capital, and back.

In case of emergency, i.e., in case of an acute illness, medical assistance free
of charge will be provided by the Receiving Party for persons arriving
under the provisions of this Programme, with the exception of medical
assistance for chronic diseases, major operations that are not urgent,
dental prosthetics and long-term hospital treatment.

Short-term visits (up to 30 days)

The sending Party shall bear the cost of travelling fare to the Receiving
country ecapital and back.

The Receiving Party shall bear the travelling expenses within its respective
territory resulting from the agreed upon programme of visit.

The Reeciving Party shall provide:

In Croatia:
Free of charge accommodation,

Free of charge board and 34 Kunas daily as pocket allowance

per person, or

Daily allowance of 170 Kunas, when free boarding is not provided,

Free of charge local transportation.
In India :
Free of charge accommodation,

Full board for the visitors will be arranged by the Indian side, subject to
the following limits:-

(a) Rs. 1000 per day per person, if breakfast is included in lodging

charges; or

(b)Rs.1100 per day per person, where the lodging charges do not

include breakfast,

Pocket allowance of Rs.250 daily per person; and

Free local transportation. In case local transportation is not provided, an
allowance of Rs.500/- per day shall be paid in licu thereof.

Shows, performances

Unless otherwise agreed upon by the institutions concerned, i.e. artistic agencies, costs
shall be borne as follows:

2.

The sending party shall bear the cost of transportation (both ways) of stage
equipment, instruments, films, etc.

The receiving Party shall bear the cost of the organization of shows and
performances, including the costs of internal transportation of stape
equipment.

Traveling and stay expenses of the artists’ shall be borne on the same lines
as those for exchange of individuals (Financial Provisions — Exchanges of
Individuals).

Exchanges of exhibitions

Unless otherwise agreed upon between the institutions concerned, the costs of the
exchange of exhibitions shall be borne as follows:

1.

The sending Party shall bear the costs of transportation of the exhibition to
the first place of the exhibition in the Receiving country and on the way
hack.

The Receiving Party shall bear the costs of the organization of the
exhibition, its security and publicity (advertising, printing the catalogue,
posters etc.)

The Sending Party shall bear all the insurance expenses of the exhibition
while it is outside its national territory.



4. In case of loss of or damage to the exhibits, the Receiving Party shall
supply the Sending Party with complete documentation referring to the
case in order to facilitate the Sending Party claim of damages from the
insurance company.

5. The damaged exhibits should not be repaired without prior approval of the
Sending Party,
b. The exhibition can be accompanied by one expert/curator. The cost of the

curator’s travelling and stay shall be covered on the same lines as those for
exchange of individuals (Financial Provisions — Exchanges of individuals).

Exchanges of magazines and publications.

All the costs of the exchange of publications, magazines and other material as
envisaged in this Programme shall be borne by the sending institutions.
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
