PROGRAMME OF CULTURAL EXCHANGES
BETWEEN
THE GOVERNMENT OF THE REPUBLIC OF INDIA
AND
THE GOVERNMENT OF THE CO-OPERATIVE REPUBLIC OF GUYANA
FOR
THE PERIOD SEPTEMBER 2003-DECEMBER 2006.

The Government of the Republic of India and the Government of the
Co-operative Republic of Guyana;

DESIROUS of strengthening and developing friendly relations and co-
operation between the two countries and their peoples; inspired by their
common desire to broaden their relations in the cultural field.

Recalling the Cultural Agreement concluded at Georgetown on 30
December 1974, between the Government of the Republic of India and
the Government of the Co-operative Republic of Guyana.

Have agreed on the following Programme of Cultural Exchange
Programme for the period September 2003 — December 2006.

L. ART AND CULTURE
Article 1

The Indian Culture Centre (Guyana) and the Ministry of Culture,
Youth and Sport of Guyana will cooperate, inter alia, through the sharing
of resource personnel and information.

Article 2

The Ministry of Culture, Youth and Sport will host a Cultural Troupe
from India to visit and perform in Guyana during the first week of May
2004.

e While selecting performers for the Cultural Troupe, special
representation may be given to those regions in India from where
cultural performances may be of special interest in Guyana.

The groups will be performing the traditional folk dances, music,
songs etc. that are still practised in Guyana.




Articie 3

Both sides will exchange one Archivist each for a period of two
weeks to exchange views and to locate material of each others interest
available in respective archives for mutual exchange of copies of such
records, subject to rules and regulations.

Article 4

The National Archives of India will provide training facilities in
Archives Administration / Records Management / Conservation of Records
to officials from Guyana in the School of Archival Studies. Details will be
settled mutually.

Article 5

The Government of Guyana through the National Art Gallery will take
an art Exhibition to India and in retumn will receive an exhibition from India
during the year 2004. All costs for taking the exhibitions to the respective
countries, preparation of brochures and other relevant material will be
born by the country of origin. Details of in-country expenses will be
worked out at a later date.

II. MISCELLANEOUS
Article 6
Both parties will undertake annual reviews of the progress of
implementation of the provisions of the above cultural exchange
programme. The reviews will be undertaken by local working groups
consisting of a representative of the High Commission and representatives
of the nodal Ministries / Departments.

Article 7

This programme does not exclude the implementation of any
cooperation in the fields of art and Culture, youth affairs and sports, mass
media etc. which may not be specifically included in this programme.
Such activities may be finalized by mutual consultations through usual
diplomatic channels.




Article 8

The general and financial provisions in respect of the exchange of
artists, individuals / delegations and the exchange of the exhibitions will
be worked out by mutual consultations through the usual diplomatic
channels.

Article 9

Either party may revoke, whether in whole or in part, this
Programme through a written communication to the other side. The
revocation shall come into force six months after its communication,
However, any ongoing programmes of cooperation shall continue until

their completion.
Article 10

This programme shall be valid up to the 31% December 2006.

Done in New Delhi, on the third day of Bhadrapada, 1925 (SAKA)
corresponding to the twenty-fifth day of August 2003 (AD) in two
originals, each in Hindi and English languages, all texts being equally
authentic. In case of doubt the English text shall prevail.
