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MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING BETWEEN
THE GOVERNMENT OF THE REPUBLIC OF INDIA
REPRESENTED BY THE MINISTRY OF CULTURE
AND

THE GOVERNMENT OF THE SULTANATE OF OMAN
REPRESENTED BY THE MINISTRY OF CULTURE,
SPORTS AND YOUTH
IN THE FIELD OF CULTURE

Stemming from the distinguished relations between the Republic of
India and the Sultanate of Oman and the desire of both countries to
promote and develop cooperation between them in the field of culture,
on the basis of reciprocal benefit, and in light of the discussions held
between the Indian and Omani sides, the Government of the Republic
of India represented by the Ministry of Culture and the Government of
the Sultanate of Oman represented by the Ministry of Culture, Sports
and Youth (hereinafter referred to as the “Parties”), have reached the

following understanding:
Article 1

The Parties will encourage cooperation in the following areas:

1. Enhance and encourage cultural activities, programs and projects
that contribute to achieve cooperation in the field of culture held

in both countries.

2. Facilitate the exchange of information and direct communication
between employees, specialists, institutions and bodies working in
the field of culture.

3. Exchange of holding cultural days in both countries.

4. Support cooperation in the field of libraries between the Parties

and exchange information on the application of modern
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technologies in their operations, in particular the protection,

restoration and digitization of collections.

5. Support and facilitate the exchange of information related to

literature and arts.

6. Exchangc experiences and cooperation in the field of creative
cultural industries.

7. Exchange of invitations to attend national events, conferences and
seminars organized in both countries, according to the needs of

each Party.
8. Holding joint art exhibitions in the fields of arts in both countries.

9. Exchange of artist visits to art institution and theaters to gain
artistic experiences in both countries.

10. Encourage patticipation in theatre and musical festivals in both

countries.

11. Encourage participation in film festival, photography events and
encourage cooperation between the relevant institutions in both

counties.

12.Exchange visit of specialists, musicians, artists and traditional

troupes.

13. Exchange information, experiences, audio and visual productions,
publications in the field of arts between both counttries.

The Parties may agree to add other fields for cooperation through

diplomatic channels.




Article 2

The Parties will encourage the exchange of training courses, expert
visits, and research in the cooperation fields referred to in Article 1 of

this Memorandum.

Article 3

The sending Party shall bear travel expenses, and the receiving Party
shall bear the accommodation and emergency medical expenses for
delegations referred to in Article 2 of this Memorandum.

Article 4

This Memorandum does not prejudice obligations arising out of bilateral
agreements concluded between both countries.

Article 5

The Parties will implement this Memorandum in accordance with the

laws and regulations in force in both countries.
Article 6

The Parties shall amicably settle any disputes arising out of the
implementation or interpretation of the provisions of this Memorandum
by consultation through diplomatic channels. '

Article 7

The termination or non-renewal of this Memorandum shall not affect
the programs and activities that have arisen during its term.

Article 8

The Parties shall sign this Memorandum after the approval of the
government of both Parties. - i :
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Article 9

The Parties may amend this Memorandum by agreement through

diplomatic channels.

Article 10

This Memorandum comes into effect from the date of its signature for a

period of 5 (five) years. It shall be automatically extended for other

similar periods unless one of the Parties notifies the other in writing of

its intention to terminate it at least 6 (six) months prior to the date of

termination.

This Memorandum was signed in New Delhi on 15.12.2023 in 3 (three)
originals in Arabic, Hindi and English languages, all texts being equally
authentic, and in case of any discrepancy, the English text shall prevail.
